Early Career Translational Research Awards in
Biomedical Engineering

 Requirements

— Pl full-time tenure track faculty member (or equivalent) with
primary appt in a Biomedical Engineering Dept in North America

— Pl must have received doctorate no more than 6 years prior to
submission
— Academic rank no higher than Assistant Professor

Early Career Translational Research Awards in
Biomedical Engineering

* Funding levels

— Phase 1
« $100,000/yr over two years (direct costs)
» 20% overhead allowed
» Research “translational in nature”
« Strong emphasis on clinical “unmet need”
« Strong emphasis on product development
 Fundamental research not desired

Early Career Translational Research Awards in
Biomedical Engineering

* Funding levels

— Phase 2
« $260,000 over two years (including 20% overhead)
« By invitation only (based on Phase 1 progress)
* 5 out of 30 funded
» Collaboration with MD required

$580,000/yr over 5 years
